Both choreographies
are about listening, intuition and empathy and, above all, respect for
the gigantic work of art that the music itself represents..

Editta Braun and her team of artists create
distinctive dance pieces that are consistently
committed to an expressive, theatrical style,
always interwoven with a decidedly socio-
critical commitment. editta braun company
has performed at renowned festivals in Europe,
Africa and Asia. The intense and unifying
experiences of travelling together flow into
the production process and surround the
performers with a special aura and strength.
A large part of their distinctiveness is based
on Thierry Zaboitzeff's compositions, which,
despite their diversity, contribute a specific
and recognisable colour.

Helene Weinzierl founded in 1995 CieLAROQUE,
one of the most touring ensembles of the
Austrian dance scene. In her choreographic,
interdisciplinary works she often deals with
socio-politically relevant themes. She has
received numerous international prizes for

her pieces, which are characterised by a clear,
intense language of movement.

Julia Schwarzbach is a performer, choreographer
and teacher. She has worked internationally
with renowned artists and continuously creates
own work in companionships since 2009. She

is an artistic collaborator at SZENE Salzburg.

Tomaz Simatovi¢ and Andras Meszerics. Two
Salzburg-based performing artists. Collaborating
artistically since 2019. Developing works in

the frame of Laboratory for Participative Imagi-
naries — a framework for experimental projects
and a practice-based research that deal with
social and political topics, with focus on imagi-
nation, somatic experiences and sound.

INFLUX - Network for Dance, Theatre &
Performance is a loose network of artists from
various disciplines. Founded & sustained since
2017 by Nayana Keshava Bhat in continual
collaboration with various artists, interdisci-
plinarity plays a key role in INFLUX operations.
INFLUX works at developing newer formats in
performances, artistic research, non-formal
learning etc., thereby acting as a framework
for artists to share their art with one another
and the larger public.

Martin Kilvady was born in 1974 in Slovakia.
In 1998 he received his Master of Arts. In 1997
he became a member of Anna Teresa de Keers-
maeker’s company ROSAS. From 2001 until 2004,
he collaborated with Roberto Olivan. In the
seasons 2002 to 2004, he worked with the
circus company Rital Brocante. Since 2003, he
is a member of Thomas Hauert's company Z00.
Martin Kilvady is a co-founder of Les SlovaKs
Collective. He produced more than 30 original
creations, is guiding an ongoing movement
research and has been teaching for more

than 30 years.



Ceren Oran has lived in Munich since 2014,
where she works as a freelance choreographer.
In 2022 she was awarded a three-year option
funding from the LH Munich and received the
“Forderpreis Tanz” in the same year. Ceren Oran
& Moving Borders was founded by Ceren Oran,
Karolina Hejnova and a core collective of artists
with the belief that contemporary dance as an
art form and as a practice can and should be
accessible to everyone.

The dance company Hungry Sharks was
founded in 2011 by choreographer Valentin
Alfery and photographer/creative producer
Dusana Balti¢ and has been constantly evolving
under their co-direction since then. Through
changing formats, locations and constellations,
they regularly create pieces for the stage and
site-specific spaces that are characterised by
a high degree of physicality, a strong visual
level, the addressing of social issues and a
conceptual-choreographic approach.

The company BitterSweet started its activity in
February 2021 with Perle Cayron's duet Jamais
je n‘oublie. This is followed by tours in Europe.
Since 2023 the company is based in Paris and
Salzburg. Another new research project saw
light in Munich as part of the Hier&Jetzt festival,
which questions gravity and the situation of
women in the industry. This project named
Under Construction will be unveiled amidst the
backdrop of the Olympic Games 2024 set to
grace the region of Saint Quentin en Yvelines.

Azahara Sanz Jara is a freelance dancer and
choreographer. Born in Spain and based in
Salzburg, she studied dance at SEAD. Since
2019 she has danced and collaborated with
CieLAROQUE/ Helene Weinzierl, Ceren Oran
and opera productions at Salzburger Festpiele.
Since 2020 she works as a choreographer for
theater plays in venues like Burgtheater Wien,
Oldenburgischen Staatstheater, Mainz Staats-
theater, Parkaue Theater Berlin, Stadttheater
Gieften and others.

Sara Lanner works as choreographer and visual
artist. In her works, she negotiates questions

of cultural and (bodily) linguistic identity and
explores spaces between trust and dependency.
The ambivalences of interpersonal relationships
and their points of contact as well as our mate-
rial and ecological realities form the beginning
of her artistic reflections. Her dance performance
Mining Minds was shown at brut Wien (2021)
and ImPulsTanz festival Vienna (2022). Sara
Lanner was awarded the H13 Nieder6sterreich
Prize for Performance for her performance
MINE (2021).
