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CAMERA IN THE CAB by Colin Saville 

 

During my first drive round a model roadway at the Hendon Model Show, last year, my truck 

frequently became too far away to drive safely and I had to keep moving around trying to 

pass by everyone. To solve the problem I fitted a camera in the cab of my truck so that I 

could drive it as though I was actually in it. 

This works reasonably well but it is still a bit hairy on bends when another truck is coming 

towards me, also if I drive using the camera continuously, when I look up I have no idea 

where my truck has got to. 

The camera equipment is used by model airplane pilots to fly their planes using goggles to 

see the view from their plane, except I use a monitor. 

 

Standards 

UK standards vary from the rest of the world and it is easy to unwittingly buy illegal 

equipment. 

There are two frequencies of choice 2.4 GHz  and 5.8 GHz. 

2.4GHz will get interference from the Radio Control and other electrical devices so I looked 

at 5.8 GHz. 

5.8GHz Maximum TX power is 10mW, a higher output power is available to those with a 

Radio hams license. Channels are   5.740 5.760 5.780 5.800 5.820 5.840 5.860 GHz. 

5.795 to 5.815GHz equipment is not legal in the UK. 4GHz Maximum TX power is 25mW. 

Range 

10mW of transmitter power doesn’t sound much but the range is adequate for me. Last year 

at the St Albans show the picture was ok until I was outside the building. 
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Interference 

I have been getting interference from my speed controller. I used an oscilloscope to monitor 

the signal & power lines to the camera then looked around to find were the noise came 

from. An improvement was made by installing inductors in the cameras power line. 

I have now fitted a separate battery for the camera & auxiliary items so the motor battery 

only supplies the motor & BEC. I have also fitted Smoothing caps & inductors on each 

power line. 

The choice of Inductor & Capacitor will depend on: current drawn, frequency of noise, & 

voltage. In my case I just fitted the largest values I had room for.  Please ask if you would 

like further details. 

The speed control has been repositioned next to the motor and the wiring length reduced. 

Equipment 

I  purchased my equipment from firstpersonview.co.uk, they only sell equipment that is legal 

in the UK. I  used Airwaves Transmitter, Receiver and a polarized  Antenna.  The advantage 

of a Polarized Antenna is your model can be at all different  angles & your signal will not be 

affected. The transmitter is small 20*25*5mm & I have wired it onto Vero-board where 

channel selection switches, inductors & a capacitor are fitted.  

The Antenna fits underneath and is the black object with red lettering, The camera is 

mounted on a servo so I can pan my view when a junction is approached. 
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I fitted a small monitor to my RC transmitter along with a 12v battery and Receiver. This is a 

bit heavy so I now have fitted it all to a Camera Tripod. I will take some pictures of  it in 

action
