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CHIANGMAI THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY LIBRARY

In January of this year Mary
Kay was asked if she would
consider helping the Chiang-
mai Theological Seminary
organize their library. It had
been a long time since any-
one with library experience
had helped them and it was
in dire need of upkeep.

At first it was an overwhelm-
ing task as there was so
much work to be done.
Mary Kay mentioned this
concern to her friend, Carol "
Westbrook, who is a librarian and
asked if she would be interested in
coming to Thailand to help get this
project started. Carol and Mary Kay
had worked together for many years in
the library at Shades Mountain Chris-
tian School in Birmingham, Alabama.

To Mary Kay’s delight Carol was able
to come in February. During Carol’s
time in Thailand they made a big dent
in getting the library organized.

Early on Mary Kay advised the semi-
nary they needed to purchase auto-
mated library software. Thankfully
they were able to find the funding and
we installed the software in June.
This software has made a big differ-
ence in the use of the library because
students are able to find books and
resources much easier. Wannapa
Reyong, the seminary’s director, said
“Before Mary Kay came to help, the
library was a source of frustration to

her because it was so disorganized. Now, with
Mary Kay’s help, it is a functional library and is
a big asset to the seminary.”

It has been challenging for Mary Kay to do this
work as she has to use both Thai and English.
However, it has also been very satisfying for
her to be able to use the talents God has given
her to make a difference for the Kingdom.
