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As we prepare for furlough we would like to take this opportunity to share some of the things God 
has accomplished during these past 3 ½ years in Thailand.  When we arrived in SE Asia in 2006, we 
had no idea what God had in store.  It has been truly amazing to see God at work.  Here are some of 
the highlights: 

PactecAsia Co., Ltd.  

When we prayed about the options of how to do ministry in Thailand, we sensed God leading us to 
establish a for-profit company.  The company provided us with visas,  a platform for ministry and 
ultimately a way to fund projects.  We know God hand-picked each employee in the way He led 
them to work with us.  Some came to us in miraculous ways.  Through the company we are able to 
minister to them whether they be Buddhist or Christian.  

Thai Christian Resource Center (THAICRC) 

The one thing God called us to do was to create a digital library of Christian resources in the Thai 
language.  Resources are available in Thailand, but difficult for national Christians to obtain.  By cre-
ating the http://www.thaicrc.com over 4,000 resources are now available, and the number of re-
sources grows daily.  Thousands of Thais from over 40 countries have used this website since it went 
live on September 2008.   

For those without internet access, this same digital library is available via 4 GB flash drive.  Over 
1,500 Thai Christians have obtained one of these flash drives.  In addition to the comprehensive 
Christian library, this flash drive contains an interactive Bible study program with four versions of the 
Thai Bible and two Thai Bible dictionaries.  Many pastors have expressed their gratitude for this tool, 
as it has helped them greatly in their ministry.  

Partnering with Thailand Evangelism Committee (TEC) 

Dwight was invited to serve on the board of the TEC.  This came about because of connections 
through Dwight’s parents serving as missionaries in Thailand  30 to 60 years ago and his technical 
skills.  His role on the board is to provide statistics and maps on the Thai church so national pastors 
know where to establish churches.   In this role, this ministry has become an integral part of the na-
tional-driven Vision 2010 plan of starting a church in every district of the country.  This role will 
continue through the coming Vision 2020 plan of starting a church in every village. 

Friendships with Thai People 

We have been privileged to develop friendship with dozens of Thais, both Buddhist and Christian.  
We have been able to share our faith with many of these friends as well as encourage them in their 
walk with the Lord. 

There are many other things we can share but don’t have the space.  We look forward to doing that 
individually as we are able to visit with you during our short furlough.

Christian Resource Center 
to become a Center for 
World Missions in Thailand.   
To facilitate the develop-
ment of this Center, Dwight 
will be visiting the US Cen-
ter for World Missions in 
October to learn more.   

We have established part-
nerships with other minis-
tries in Thailand, such as the 
IMB and OMF who have a 
vast amount of resources in 
English.  We will facilitate 
translating these for the 
Thai church to be part of 
this missions center.  

Other plans include the de-
velopment of resource cen-
ters for other nations similar 
to what has been developed 
in Thailand.  We are already 
working with partners in 
Nepal, Laos, and Cambodia. 

Finally, we desire to expand 
the business aspect of Pac-
tecAsia Co., Ltd.  so it can 
become self-sustaining.   

Pray for more U.S. custom-
ers requiring data entry and 
other services that can be 
done over the Internet.
