This show is held in strict accordance with the latest and revised Official Show Rules of the American

Rabbit Breeders Association, Inc.

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All rabbits must be permanently marked in the left ear prior to showing. An ARBA licensed registrar
will be available for ear marks as well as ARBA Registrations.

Exhibitors are responsible to make sure their rabbits are taken to the judging area when called.
Absolutely no refund of entry fees will be made.

Awards must be picked up the day of the show. Legs are mailed within 30 days of the show.

[l animals must be healthy and in proper-size transport cages to ensure rabbits well-being.
Parents - children must be under the supervision of an adult at all times.

The club and/or its officers are not liable for any injury or damage in connection with the show.
Exhibitors must clean their area when leaving; otherwise, a fine may be imposed.

Youth may not enter the same animal in both open and youth, but they may enter different animals
in open and in youth.

10. Any issue arising that cannot be resolved by reference to above rules shall be decided by the official

show committee, decision will be final

11. Once entry is made the Entry Fee is Due! Even if you are unable to attend, the funds need to be paid.

Failure to pay the fees will result in you being banned from TKSRBA shows until balance is paid. Late
fees may be applied if an extended period of time passes.

12. NEW RULE!! **You will receive an email confirmation of your entry. It is your responsibility to check

it closely. This is your opportunity to catch your mistakes and ours. You can also make changes via
email. THE RE WILL NO LONGER BE CHANGES ALLOWED AT THE TABLE. Only ear number changes will
be allowed.

ATTENTION!

Everyone who pre-enters will receive a check-in sheet via email. It is the

responsibility of the exhibitor to review the check-in sheet PRIOR to the changes

deadline of Thursday December 11 at Noon EST. All changes at check-in other
than ear number changes within the same breed/class will be a charged a $2
change fee.
