Title

The name has:

* contain as few words as possible: up to 12 words;

* accurately express the essence;

» accurately and concretely describe the content of the article;

* do not contain abbreviations, formulas and jargon;

* no need to use verbs;

» without ineffective words, such as "Some notes on ...", "Overview ..."
"Research ...", "Effect ...";

* report the subject of the study, not the results.

Authors

The authors of the article are persons who made a significant contribution to
the planning and conduct of the study, as well as persons who performed another
role in the preparation of the article. Technical experts and other helpers are usually
mentioned in the Acknowledgments section of the article.

Author names should be complete enough to ensure proper identification and
accompanied by the name of the organization to which the author is attached and an
email address.

Keywords

These are the words by which the article will be indexed by automatic
referencing databases. Words that appear in the title should not be repeated as
keywords.

Abstract

The abstract is a mini-version of the article. The abstract should be descriptive
rather than descriptive; that is, to state the facts, and not to say what the article is
about.

The abstract should be within 150-250 words. It should consist of one
paragraph (or several - for review articles). The abstract must be separate, i.e.
complete in itself. It begins with a rationale and statement of objectives and includes
an account of the methods used, the main results, including any newly discovered
facts, and the main conclusions and their implications.

The abstract should not contain:

» Abbreviations and abbreviations only if they are not generally accepted or
explained.

* Links to tables and figures.

» Citations and references to literature.

* Any information that is not in the article.

* General statements.

* Complex, cumbersome, verbose sentences.

Introduction

The introduction defines the nature and scope of the problems under
investigation. The research is linked to previous work (usually through a brief review
of the literature relevant to the problem), the objectives of the research are explained,
and any specialized terms or abbreviations that will be used later in the text of the
article are defined.

The introduction should be short, up to 500 words. Do not repeat the text of
the Abstract in the Introduction (and the text in the Discussion). The literature review
should be limited to the most relevant and recent citations. Do not repeat well-known
facts and do not state the obvious.

The rationale and motivation of the research are presented in the present tense,
the literature review is presented in the past tense or in the present perfect tense, if
this is a well-known fact.

The purpose of the article is described in the past tense (The purpose of the
article was: ...)



Materials and Methods or Theory

The purpose of this section is to present in a simple way what has been done.
The section may include the following (not necessarily in the order listed):

* Experiment planning with indication of repeated analyses, experiments (if
necessary).

» Assumptions made and their justification.

* Mathematical methods used for data analysis and generalization:

- Standard methods - are mentioned or can be described only with reference
to a literary source.

- Modifications of standard methods - a description of the modification is
provided.

- New method - its detailed description should be given.

In the section "Materials and methods" it is recommended to use the past
tense.

Main Results (Main results)

The sections "Introduction” and "Materials and methods" are necessary and
intended to tell why and how the authors arrived at the results presented in this
section, the meaning of which will be explained later in the section "Discussion™.

* Present results clearly and concisely.

» Show representative data only.

* Do not give large amounts of data; present them in the form of tables or
graphs together with the necessary information.

* Include only tables and figures that are necessary and understandable.

Discussion

In this section, the authors should explain the significance of the results. The
chapter brings everyone together and shows the importance and value of the work.

Recommendations for the "Discussion" section:

1. Do not repeat what has already been said in the literature review.

2. Compare the results with the questions that were stated in the introduction.

3. Show whether the results and interpretations are consistent with current
knowledge of the subject, that is, with previously published work.

4. Explain the theoretical background of the observed results.

5. Indicate the significance of the results.

6. Suggest directions for future research that are planned or require follow-up.

7. Formulate conclusions with the provision of evidence for each of them



Conclusions

The Conclusions should state clearly formulated research results (rather than
simply repeat the results) and briefly suggest directions for future research in this
area based on the results presented in the article.
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
